After
issues were identified through a special audit released by my office, | ordered an assessment of the
potential loss of taxpayer dollars concerning the allegations of corruption, improper compliance,
and violations of law. The unique partnership that allows the State Auditor and the New Mexico
Attorney General to work closely to ensure New Mexicans are protected from waste, fraud, and
abuse helped secure justice for New Mexico’s families.”
